Songwriter 2012 and Bronze Arts Award
Strand 1 - Identify a Musical Challenge, e.g. write and publish online a song

Sign up to the Songwriter website via www.hertsmusicservice.org.uk/songwriter2012. 

Write and upload song. Leave comments on other people’s songs.

Evidence; Notes on why you’ve chosen this challenge. How does it fit your musical interests or ambitions as a musician? Screen shots of your online songwriter blog, screen shot of your area of the chart, CD of your song. Notes from your lessons with music teacher, or instrumental tutor. Chord progression chart showing verse and chorus, Copy of lyrics

Strand 2 - Research a Musical Hero. 

Can be a band or individual.  What instruments do they play? Are they usual or unusual How did they learn? Who helped them? How did the band form, get its first gig?  
What music tradition/style are they a part of? Which part of the world is this from?
What do you like about them and their music? What are the lyrics?
Who were their musical heroes who inspired them to get them started?

Why do you think they’ve become popular (if they are)?

Evidence; 150 of your own words in a word doc, with pictures

Strand 3 - Review an event

Go to a gig and review it. What do you like about it, what could be better? Who else performs there? 

How much do the tickets cost? Is it good value?

Who runs the gig/venue, how do they select the performers?

What do you think about how the songwriters perform their songs? Do they introduce them or tell you why they wrote them and what they’re about?

Who did you go with? What did they think?

Would you like to play there? How do you find out about it?

Evidence; 150 of your own words in a word doc, with pictures. Copies of gig tickets, programme,  copies of flyers/adverts for the gigs, screen shots of online adverts.

Strand 4, Presentation
Teach a friend to play an instrument, how to write a song or lyric.

Evidence; Tab or music you used in the lesson. Comments from your friend or parent about what they wanted to learn and why, how they felt before and after your lesson. Did you find the experience difficult or easy? Did it help you understand things better yourself? Could it have been better, if so, how?
